WON AS BOTH JOCKEY AND TRAINER
Only two horsemen in the long history of the Belmont Stakes are in the record books as having won the race as both jockey
and trainer: James Rowe and George Martin Odom. Rowe won the Belmont aboard Joe Daniels (1872) and Springbok (1873) in
consecutive years, then went on to train the winners of eight Belmonts. Odom rode Delhi (1904) to victory (for trainer Rowe).
Then, in 1938, Odom saddled winner Pasteurized.

FEMALE TRAINERS

Nine women have trained Belmont Stakes runners. Sarah Lundy sent Minstrel Star to an 11th-place finish in 1984. Patricia
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Johnson trained fourth-place Fast Account in 1985. Dianne Carpenter sent out Kingpost, who finished second to Risen Star, in
1988. Shelley Riley owned and trained Casual Lies, who finished fifth in 1992. Cynthia Reese saddled In Contention to a ninth-
place finish in 1996. In 2002, Nancy Alberts owned and trained fourth-place Magic Weisner and Jennifer Pedersen trained 11th
place Artax Too. In 2003, Linda Rice saddled fifth-place finisher Supervisor. In 2010, Alexis Barba trained Make Music for Me,
who finished 10th and was placed ninth via the disqualification of Uptowncharlybrown.

FIVE STRAIGHT FOR STEPHENS
Woody Stephens is the only trainer to win five straight Belmonts: Conquistador Cielo (1982), Caveat (1983), Swale (1984), Creme Fraiche (1985) and Danzig Connection (1986).
D. Wayne Lukas won three straight Belmont Stakes: Tabasco Cat (1994), Thunder Gulch (1995) and Editor’s Note (1996).
Two trainers won three straight Belmonts before the turn of the century: Colonel David McDaniel won with Harry Bassett (1871), Joe Daniels (1872) and Springbok (1873);
and Frank McCabe won with Inspector B. (1886), Hanover (1887) and Sir Dixon (1888).
